It reappeared in 1978 by Hank Williams and agan n the 90’s by The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band and then
Nancy Griffiths,

In 2004 it was used as part of the 2004 Pepsi adverts.

In 1978 The Clash recorded their punk version which keeps resurfacing in films such as
ROBOCOP (2014) and WAR ON EVERYONE (2016)
