It was recorded several times by Joan Baez: in 1959, 1961 and 1968 for albums.

Alan Lomax made a further field recording in 1961 featuring veteran singer Clarence Ashley, and
Doc Watson

Also for Folkways, Doc Watson performed the song as a duet with Bill Monroe in 1963.

Other artists who recorded the song included the New Lost City Ramblers and Pete Seeger., and
Johnny Cash with The Carter Family and Porter Wagoner.
. Dolly Parton recorded the song in 2013, for her album Blue Smoke.
