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Play this fairly slowly. It is a drawn out melody and only works when played slowly. If you know the song well , you

can even insert a bit of feeling into it by holding onto some of the notes and emphasising others. Have a play with
it.

Another Beatles song from 1965 .
It was voted the No. 1 pop song of all time by Rolling Stone magazine
Although other artists were quick to record versions of it for single

release it wasnt until 1976 that The Beatles recording was issued as a
single in the UK. It peaked at number 8.in the UK charts

The song was inducted into the Grammy Hall of Fame in 1997.

In 2012, the BBC reported that "Yesterday" remained the fourth-most-
successful song of all time in terms of royalties paid

It charted all round the world and reached No 1 in USA,Belgium,
Finland,Norway and Sweden
