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This nearly drove me crazy tabbing the melody.

When you are on the “second ending” (bar 11 onwards) play the first brush

or note ( 5-6-7-8-9 ) in the bars with some emphasis and the recurring “4-3" s more lightly.
Hats off to Cole Porter. The original score is a masterpiece.
