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"Puff, the Magic Dragon" was written by Peter Yarrow of Peter, Paul and Mary

from a poem by Leonard Lipton.

It was made popular by Yarrow's group in a 1962 recording released in January 1963.
In 1961, Peter Yarrow joined Paul Stookey and Mary Travers to form

Peter, Paul and Mary.

The trio's 1962 recording entered the top 40 of Billboard Hot 100, and peaked at
number two.

It reached number ten on Billboard's R&B chart and the song reached number

four in April 1963 in Canada.
