Released in 1967 as part of the Sargeant Pepper album it was sung by drummer
Ringo Starr

In 1978 it was released as a single but wallowed in the lower ends of the UK

and USA charts.

In 1968 Joe Cocker had rearranged the song and issued it as a single which reached
No. 1 in the UK charts and charted well in Europe but only made No.68 in The States.
In 2004.Sam and Mark released their version which topped the UK charts.

The most prominent cover version was by Joe Brown in 1967
