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Just one phrase to master.

In the second bar you have to be nimble to get the bar clean. Practice slowly until you have got it down neatly.
It appears 4 times !!

If you struggle, replace the 2-4 hammer on with a simple 2-0 pulloff

and the 2,3 dropthumb with the same 2-0 pulloft.
